Commissioner Biederman stated the City of Pembroke Pines passed a panhandling ordinance, and suggested staff research doing something similar with innovative measures.

Driftwood Middle School
Commissioner Biederman explained the situation on Charleston Street with the parents of students at Driftwood Middle School parking on private lawns.  It was discussed at the Driftwood Civic Association meeting if parking enforcement could be present to enforce “No Parking” in those designated areas in front of the school.
Commissioner Hernandez left the meeting at 5:59 PM.

Voluntary Education Surcharge

Commissioner Biederman stated he spoke to the City Attorney regarding a voluntary education surcharge and if that could be researched when business tax licenses are renewed.  Increasing education grants could occur with certain portions of monies donated.  Commissioner Sherwood agreed to the suggestion.

Mural Program

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained the current regulations would require Commission action regarding expansion of the mural program and delegation to the CRA for review.

Mayor Bober and Commissioner Callari supported the request.
Chain Link Fence

Commissioner Hernandez stated he spoke with Mauricio Marcelo Barski, 801-803 S 21st Avenue, about the chain link fence being in violation in the CRA.  Commissioner Hernandez questioned the legalities of citing a property that was in conformance with the prior regulation. 
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, provided an explanation on prohibiting chain link fences in front yards.  The Commission had discussions on the aesthetics of chain link fences with regard to imposing the regulations.  Enforcement prohibiting chain link fences has been extended to bring them in compliance.
Mayor Bober asked staff to draft a memo on the history involved in how the chain link fence issue is affecting property owners.  Commissioner Hernandez agreed.
Crime

Commissioner Hernandez stated crime is getting worse in his neighborhood, and explained the recent gun violence incident in which the police were not called.  Some of the violence appears to be gang-related and the nearby residents are concerned for their safety, especially by the park which has poor lighting and needs to be locked.
Great Job

Commissioner Hernandez stated the Commission is doing a great job since they were sworn in a year ago. 
Lobbyist Conflict

Commissioner Hernandez explained his discussions with the City Attorney regarding the memo on lobbyist conflicts.  The memo states there are conflicts, which the Commission waived.
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained The Florida Bar does not provide advisory opinions for conduct of other lawyers, specifically for when the City hires a law firm to lobby for them and then the individual from the same law firm comes before the Commission to lobby for their client.  The contract has language that representation adverse to the City would inherently cancel the contract.  In this case the law firm, Becker & Poliakoff, has never done this, as another law firm is hired.  However, the Commission can cancel the contract if they desire.

Commissioner Callari, District 3

Selling Alcohol

Commissioner Callari thanked Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, for responding to her question regarding the selling of alcohol.  Commissioner Callari questioned the selling of single container alcohol at convenience stores.

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained the Florida Statutes and the clear language regulating the sale of alcoholic beverages and the parameters therein. The City can regulate the sale of packaged liquors when it pertains to zoning and hours of operation.

Commissioner Callari questioned if staff could look into the prohibition of single purchase liquor sales from establishments on Johnson Street.

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated the prohibition of single purchase liquor sales has been added to the legislative agenda to look into having the State Legislature change those statutes.

Crime

Commissioner Callari explained a recent burglary where a resident was upset about how the Police had a lack of response to the crime.  Commissioner Callari requested staff come up with a plan on how to resolve these types of issues.

Banning Sale of Alcohol 
Commissioner Callari stated she is in support of an ordinance, similar to the City of Oakland Park’s, banning single sale of alcoholic beverages after midnight.
