SEPTEMBER 12, 2024 IS 7.4479 MILLS, WHICH IS ESTIMATED TO
GENERATE GENERAL FUND NET REVENUES OF ONE HUNDRED
EIGHTY-TWO MILLION, ONE HUNDRED EIGHTY-SEVEN
THOUSAND, FIVE HUNDRED AND ONE DOLLARS
($182,187,501.00). THIS MILLAGE RATE REPRESENTS A 8.76%
INCREASE OVER THE ROLLED-BACK RATE OF 6.8482 MILLS."
