	Ordinance titlereference: AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HOLLYWOOD, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 40.08 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES ENTITLED "EMERGENCY TEMPORARY HOUSING” TO BE CONSISTENT WITH STATE LAW; PROVIDING FOR A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND A REPEALER PROVISION
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	1 Summary of the proposed ordinance must include statement of the public purpose such as serving the public health safety morals and welfare: The proposed ordinance amends Section 40.08 of the City of Hollywood Code of Ordinances, titled “Emergency Temporary Housing,” to bring it into compliance with updated Florida state law, specifically Florida Statute §166.0335. The public purpose of this ordinance is to protect and promote the public health, safety, and general welfare of Hollywood residents by ensuring displaced individuals and families have access to safe, temporary housing following a disaster. 
	2 Estimate of direct economic impact of the proposed ordinance on private for profit businesses in the City of Hollywood: The proposed ordinance is expected to have minimal direct economic impact on private, for-profit businesses in the City of Hollywood. It primarily affects residential property owners following a natural emergency. However, certain businesses—such as licensed contractors, utility service providers, and RV or trailer rental companies—may see a slight increase in demand for their services as homeowners seek temporary housing and begin repairs.
	3 Estimate of direct compliance costs that businesses may reasonably incur: The proposed ordinance does not impose new regulatory requirements or direct obligations on private, for-profit businesses; therefore, direct compliance costs are expected to be negligible or none. 
	4 Any new charge or fee imposed by the proposed ordinance: No, the proposed ordinance does not impose any new charges or fees. It simply amends existing regulations to align with state law regarding the use of emergency temporary shelter housing on residential properties following a declared natural emergency. Any permits required for temporary housing units are part of the City’s existing permitting process, and no additional fees are created by this ordinance.
	5 Estimate of the City of Hollywoods regulatory costs including estimated revenues from any new charges or fees to cover such costs: No new charges or fees are established by this ordinance; therefore, there will be no new revenues generated to offset costs. Any administrative costs associated with reviewing and issuing permits for temporary housing units are anticipated to be minimal and can be absorbed within the City’s current operational budget. Overall, the ordinance is designed to align with state law without creating a financial burden on City resources.
	6 Estimate of the number of businesses likely to be impacted by the proposed ordinance: The number of businesses likely to be directly impacted by the proposed ordinance is very limited, as the ordinance primarily affects residential property owners and imposes no new requirements on businesses. However, an estimated 5 to 15 local businesses—particularly those in RV and trailer sales or rentals, licensed contracting, plumbing, electrical, and utility services—may experience indirect impacts. These would result from increased demand for services to support temporary housing needs following a declared natural disaster. 
	7 Additional information if any: This ordinance serves to align the City of Hollywood’s Code with recent amendments to Florida Statute §166.0335, ensuring legal consistency and preserving the City’s ability to provide timely support to residents displaced by natural disasters.
