R-2013-149 - Resolution - A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HOLLYWOOD, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE APPROPRIATE CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE THE ATTACHED NETWORK SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN COMCAST COMMERCIAL SERVICES, LLC AND THE CITY OF HOLLYWOOD FOR THE CONTINUED OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF THE CITY’S INSTITUTIONAL NETWORK (I-NET) FOR A FIVE (5) YEAR TERM AT AN ANNUAL ESTIMATED AMOUNT OF $360,000.00 PLUS A ONE TIME NON-RECURRING PAYMENT OF $50,000.00 FOR A TOTAL AGGREGATED ESTIMATED AMOUNT OF $1,850,000.00.  Staff: Director Of Information Technology
John Barletta, Director of Information Technology, explained the intent of the resolution.

ACTION: Motion was made by Vice Mayor Blattner to adopt the resolution.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sherwood and on voice vote passed unanimously. (7-0)

Vice Mayor Blattner left the meeting at 3:41 PM.

Commissioner Asseff, District 1

Emergency Phone Number
Commissioner Asseff questioned the Utilities Service Emergency number for after hours. 
Steve Joseph, Director of Public Utilities, responded there is an emergency number that can be called after hours that is at the Police Department. He stated there is a protocol in place to address after hours calls.
Leaf Blowers

Commissioner Asseff stated there is a problem with drainage in the Lakes area. She questioned if there could be a ban on leaf blowers which is causing the problem with blocked drains. 
Steve Joseph, Director of Public Utilities, responded that palm fronds cause problems blocking drains. He stated Code Enforcement, the City Attorney’s office and the Department of Public Utilities staff are looking into ways to encourage lawn maintenance companies not to block drains. 
Vice Mayor Blattner returned to the meeting at 3:42 PM.

South Broward High School Graduation Ceremony

Commissioner Asseff commended the principal of South Broward High School for the excellent 2013 graduation ceremony. 
Dress For Success

Commissioner Asseff read a letter from South Broward High School suggesting “Dress For Success” to decrease dress code violations.  Commissioner Asseff read a letter from South Broward High School stating instead of students dressed in uniforms for school, they are interested in starting a Professional Attire Wednesday program where students would be dressed professionally on Wednesdays. They are requesting donations to purchase one thousand ties for the “1000 Ties Young Men” project.

Commissioner Hernandez, District 2

Hollywood Boulevard Road Construction

Commissioner Hernandez questioned why the current construction along Hollywood Boulevard has different levels of asphalt and wants to know if that is the final layer of asphalt to be installed.
Sylvia Glazer, Director of Public Works, responded that the contractor is still working and they have several more months of construction. She stated a meeting is being scheduled with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to address various construction related issues.  Sylvia Glazer, Director of Public Works, stated there is an issue with the landscaping which will also be addressed at the meeting.
Jonathan Vogt, Deputy Director of Public Works/City Engineer, responded that the asphalt work is not final and there will be another inch and a half layer of asphalt put down within the next forty-five days.
2528 Wiley Street

Commissioner Hernandez requested an update regarding the 2528 Wiley Street residence.
Davon Barbour, Director of Community & Economic Development, stated they arranged for LES to provide the construction pro bono. This will be done free of charge and an agreement was drafted by the City Attorney which will be executed. 
Commissioner Hernandez stated the concrete driveway pitch allows for water to puddle which turns moldy and dusty. He requested this issue be addressed as well. 
Davon Barbour, Director of Community & Economic Development, stated the homeowner signed off on the work and the work was done to the agreed terms. 
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, agreed to look into the matter as Commissioner Hernandez was not satisfied that it has been six months since this situation was brought to the attention of the department and the situation is not resolved. 

Code Violations

Commissioner Hernandez stated when property owners park their vehicles on the median Code Enforcement issues them a citation. He stated the Jumbo Car Dealer and other car dealers on 441 & Pembroke Road have no Certificate of Use and yet they are parking on an unimproved lot and they are not cited. He stated there is disparity and unfairness when it comes to enforcement with residential vs. commercial properties.  
The Commission and staff discussed various code violations in the City such as Dixie Highway and Taft Street.

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, agreed to look into the matter.  He stated Code Enforcement has a level of discretion and treats everyone fairly.
Food Trucks

Commissioner Hernandez requested the issue of food trucks be brought back as an agenda item for further Commission discussion and action.  He stated he is desirous to see the food trucks brought to the downtown area as well as Anniversary Park. He stated the food truck vendors need to follow regulations and pay a fee.  Commissioner Biederman seconded the issue. 

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, stated staff will follow up on this issue.

Commissioner Callari, District 3

Beach Cleaning

Commissioner Callari stated it was brought to her attention that while patrons are on the beach, the beach cleaning trucks are cleaning and this is causing a safety issue. She questioned staff on the process for beach cleaning and if the hours of operation are posted. 
Sylvia Glazer, Director of Public Works, responded that staff does beach cleanup as early as possible in the mornings to avoid potential traffic conflict between the patrons and the machinery as well as disturbing residents in their homes. She stated staff is well trained to operate the heavy equipment. She stated staff will look into posting the operation for beach cleaning and provide the Condo Associations notification. 
Hollywood Antique Show

Commissioner Callari stated she attended the Hollywood Antique Collectible show this past weekend at David Park Community Center.  She stated that the organizers of the event expressed their gratitude for the support of the Commission and staff. 

Congratulations

Commissioner Callari congratulated all the 2013 graduates. 
Police Officers 
Commissioner Callari commended the four Police Officers who were recognized with the lifesaving award for saving a young boy from drowning in the waters on Hollywood Beach over the Memorial Day weekend.
Union Negotiations

Commissioner Callari stated she met with the City Manager to discuss the union negotiations and was encouraged with the progress. 

Baseball Tournament

Commissioner Callari announced Monday, June 10, 2013 through Sunday, June 16, 2013 the Hollywood Rotary Park will host a baseball tournament. 
Summer Programs for Kids

Commissioner Callari encouraged everyone to check the website for camp ideas for children out of school during the summer. 

Zoning Overlay on Johnson Street

Commissioner Callari stated the Johnson Street residents are requesting a zoning overlay from 56 Avenue to 441. She requested the Commission’s support so it can be addressed. Commissioner Hernandez and Commissioner Sherwood seconded the request. 

Open Drug Activity

Commissioner Callari stated that there are open drug and prostitution activities along 441 and Fillmore Street and encouraged more police presence. 

1000 Tie Fundraiser

Commissioner Callari congratulated Commissioner Asseff on her 1000 tie fundraiser project for South Broward High School. 

Door to Door Solicitation 

Commissioner Callari questioned when the door to door solicitation item would be on agenda.
Wall Along Pembroke Road

Commissioner Callari questioned the status of the wall along Pembroke Road and requested follow up. 

Clay Milan, Special Projects Manager, stated staff conducted research on the issue and they have uncovered some documents which are being retrieved from storage.

Vice Mayor Blattner, District 4

1000 Tie Fundraiser

Vice Mayor Blattner stated he will donate $100.00 for the “1000 Tie” fundraiser. 
Code Violations
Vice Mayor Blattner reiterated the Code Enforcement issues on the property on Dixie Highway and Taft Street.  He stated that issue goes back at least 8 years and nothing was ever done and that the family has a history of code violations.
Back Up Materials
Vice Mayor Blattner questioned the printing of back-up materials for Commissioners, specifically for very large items. 
Patricia A. Cerny, City Clerk, responded that in an effort to save paper each Commissioner was provided with a CD with the backup materials for the large files. 
Nuisance Abatement Board

Vice Mayor Blattner requested Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director provide a progress report on the Nuisance Abatement Board at the July 3, 2013 Commission Meeting.
D-Day Anniversary

Vice Mayor Blattner announced D-Day Anniversary will be on Thursday, June 6, 2013. He stated this was the landing at Normandy and it was unimaginable how anyone made it off the beach at that time. 
FEMA
Vice Mayor Blattner stated he along with Patrick Gill, Director of General Accounting, visited Washington D.C. to meet FEMA representatives.  He thanked Lorie Mertens-Black, Director of Parking and Intergovernmental Affairs, for organizing a team to approach the fact that FEMA owes the City $4.5 million. Vice Mayor Blattner stated in his opinion FEMA will find a way to say no to what is owed to the City. He stated by June 28, 2013 the City should have an answer as to what the decision will be. 
Barry University Funding

Commissioner Blattner stated City staff met with representatives from HUD to discuss the issue with funding at the Barry University Medical Complex. He stated Davon Barbour, Director of Community and Economic Development, and staff will need to convince HUD to take a second look at the proposal provided.

Commissioner Biederman, District 5

Beach Ordinance

Commissioner Biederman thanked Joel Cantor, Police Legal Advisor, for drafting the Beach Ordinance (PO-2013-13) addressing issues on the Broadwalk and looks forward to it returning. 
RFP Status On HIAD Property
Commissioner Biederman requested the RFP status of the HIAD property.
CNG Facility

Commissioner Biederman requested staff look into investigating the ability to use the CNG facility as a way to increase revenues and also to provide a status report.

Commissioner Asseff and Mayor Bober seconded the request to having a status report.
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, stated staff will conduct a review and provide a status report.
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated this needs to go out for a RFP.  
Congratulations

Commissioner Biederman congratulated all the seniors on their graduation this year. 
Great Neighborhoods Challenge Project

Commissioner Biederman thanked the Department of Community and Economic Development staff on getting the Great Neighborhoods Challenge public project done.  He encouraged a press release so everyone can be aware of the good work performed in the City.
Driftwood Recreation and Community Center

Commissioner Biederman stated Driftwood Community Center had increased police patrols which has reduced criminal activities.  However, there were two vehicle burglaries this past weekend.
Broadwalk Setbacks
Commissioner Biederman requested input in changing the setbacks along the Broadwalk in order that over time, it could be widened.
Lawsuit Updates
Commissioner Biederman requested an update on the lawsuit for the four officers, and the lawn signs issue.
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated just this morning the judge denied the City’s motion to dismiss. 
Boulevard Heights Community Center Concert

Commissioner Biederman announced a concert by Burnt Biscuit at the Boulevard Heights Community Center on Saturday, June 8, 2013. He also announced there will be a concert every second Saturday of each month.
Hiring Freeze

Commissioner Biederman stated he was disappointed that over the last 4 to 5 months the City has promoted 41 employees.  He stated he is concerned as there are still outstanding union negotiations that need to be resolved.  Commissioner Biederman requested support from his colleagues to freeze all City hiring except public safety employees until the union negotiations are completed. Commissioner Hernandez seconded the request. 

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated the Charter states that the Commission shall not interfere with the City Manager’s hiring and firing of employees. He stated the Commission’s responsibility is to oversee the budget. 
ACTION:  Motion was made by Commissioner Biederman to remove the funding for all open positions except Police Officers, Crime Intelligence Analyst and Park Rangers.  The motion died due to lack of a second.

Commissioner Sherwood, District 6

CNG Facility

Commissioner Sherwood stated the City is losing approximately $300,000.00 per year on the CNG.  She stated there is a RFP for the entire HIAD property.  
Zoning Overlay
Commissioner Sherwood requested support to take the overlay from Taft Street to Pembroke Road.  She stated it is undesirable to have any more pawn, porn or psychics shops in the area.  Commissioner Sherwood stated one of the pawn shops bought a property where they are now operating. 
Commissioner Asseff left the meeting at 4:39 PM. 

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, clarified that the pawn shop in question closed their old pawn shop and they bought another pawn shop.
Panhandling Ordinance
Commissioner Sherwood questioned the panhandling ordinance and how it is being enforced.  
Vincent Affanato, Interim Police Chief, stated panhandling is enforced through the traffic statute. He stated a warning is first given, and then a citation. 

Commissioner Asseff returned to the meeting at 4:42 PM.

Homelessness
Commissioner Sherwood questioned the Broward County Homelessness Task Force status.  She stated there is an abundance of homelessness along 441 and requested more information.
Davon Barbour, Director of Community and Economic Development, stated staff attended the Broward County Charrette and the issue is being worked on. 
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, responded that progress has been made in addressing this issue and more action will be taken. 

Police Officers
Commissioner Sherwood stated she received inquiries from residents that the City has lost 200 Police Officers.  She requested clarification of that number.  
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, stated as of two days ago the number of vacancies for Police Officers is down to 38.  

McArthur High School Graduation

Commissioner Sherwood stated she attended the McArthur High School graduation and was impressed with their level of achievement. She stated the graduation speeches given by the Valedictorian and Salutatorian were excellent.

Mayor Bober
Congratulations

Mayor Bober congratulated all the high school students who have recently graduated. 
Commissioner Sherwood left the meeting at 4:49 PM.
FEMA
Mayor Bober thanked Vice Mayor Blattner for visiting Washington D.C. on his behalf and representing the City at the meeting with FEMA. Mayor Bober stated he also met with Senator Bill Nelson and Congresswoman Debbie Wasserman-Schultz and discussed the FEMA reimbursement issue with them. 

Food Trucks 

Mayor Bober stated when the issue of the motorized scooters was brought to the table and everyone spoke, the residents left the meeting still confused. He stated when an issue is brought forth thoughts should be put into it for discussion and decision as staff devotes a lot of time looking into these issues. He used various examples of issues not resolved. Mayor Bober stated when the discussion on the food trucks was brought forward there was no feedback and nothing was achieved. 
Commissioner Sherwood returned to the meeting at 4:54 PM.

Discussion ensued by members of the Commission on the issue of the food trucks.

Commissioner Callari left the meeting at 5:01 PM and returned at 5:02 PM. 

Discussion ensued by members of the Commission on the issue of the food trucks.
Commissioner Asseff stated residents in the Lakes area enjoy having the food trucks around. She stated Mondays are slow for the businesses so the food trucks should not be a problem and families enjoy walking in and around the park in the evenings and purchasing from the food trucks. 
Commissioner Hernandez stated he was interested in making sure the businesses in the area are also benefitting from the patrons in the park. He stated his idea was to get some trucks over on 20th Avenue and maximizing bringing the trucks to different areas instead of just in the ArtsPark. Commissioner Hernandez stated he supports expanding the food trucks.
Commissioner Callari stated she likes the idea of the food trucks and supports expanding and making it better.
Vice Mayor Blattner stated he prefers to leave the food trucks where they are.  He is not opposed to promoting business in the downtown as another issue. 

Commissioner Biederman requested bringing back the food truck issue for further discussion and changes.  He stated it is costing the City more for the food trucks to be in the ArtsPark as the cleanup has to be done by City staff.  He stated a participation fee should be charged from each food truck vendor instead of one lump sum. Commissioner Biederman suggested further discussion for an ordinance. 

Commissioner Sherwood stated she liked the idea of the food trucks but believed the City can make more money if we charge for each truck participating.   She suggested bringing more businesses downtown and suggested a conga line or a scavenger hunt where the stores could participate and hopefully get more business.  

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, addressed the legalities of the food truck event.  He stated rather than amending the code of ordinance a special event process could be utilized.  
Vice Mayor Blattner requested the City Attorney come back with an ordinance to institutionalize food trucks. Commissioner Callari seconded the request. 

Chuck Ellis, Director of Parks, Recreation and Cultural Arts, stated the food trucks at the Young Circle ArtsPark is a very popular event. He stated the food truck coordinator is willing to allow the trucks into the downtown area on a trial basis. 
Commissioner Asseff stated she is concerned about where the patrons would sit and eat if the food trucks are brought to the downtown area. She questioned what the collection of fees would be like. 
Commissioner Hernandez suggested charging $62.50 for each food truck license, which in his opinion is reasonable.
ACTION:  Motion was made by Vice Mayor Blattner to keep the Food Trucks event the same as it is today.  The motion died due to lack of a second. 
ACTION:  Motion was made by Commissioner Sherwood to move Commissioner Hernandez’s idea of having the Food Trucks expand to 20th Avenue and charge $62.50 per license, per truck on a trial basis. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez. 

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, suggested staff come back with an operational plan for the suggested changes and the Commission can vote on the plan.  The consensus of the Commission was to accept this suggestion. 

ACTION:  Commissioner Sherwood withdrew her motion.

Commissioner Callari, District 3

Hiring Freeze

Commissioner Callari requested an executive session on employee’s salaries and the freeze on hiring.
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, responded that at least four members are required for a workshop. He questioned if the Commission needs a discussion on having a workshop vs. executive session vs. special meeting. 

Extensive discussion ensued regarding the City’s financial condition, past, present and future. 
Commissioner Sherwood stated she is willing to wait for a workshop to be planned to discuss the hiring freeze.  She stated the City Manager has the full discretion to decide if her office needs more help.
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated in his office there are two vacant positions and they are in the process of hiring. He stated if they were to seek outside help it would cost the City more than if they hire someone to work directly from their office. 

Mayor Bober stated there is a level of distrust among the Commission and staff. He stated the City Manager and City Attorney are able to use their discretion in filling positions in their office.
Matthew Lalla, Director of Financial Services, responded and spoke about the Chapter dollars and the differences among the unions.
Commissioner Asseff stated the discussion was interesting and those Commissioners who have been here longest have been through it all.  She stated the City Manager has done an excellent job in running the City and has brought some great things forward.  She stated she is happy with what is happening and with the employees she has hired to head the various departments. 
Commissioner Sherwood stated if the City Manager needs to hire an Assistant City Manager then she should know her needs. She stated the Commissioners who have been on board for some time understand what is going on. She stated the executive staff worked diligently and got the City out of financial urgency.

Commissioner Hernandez stated everyone has the ability to express how they feel. He stated the wrong message is being sent to staff. He questioned the reason for hiring another Assistant City Manager.
Mayor Bober stated in the past the City had two Assistant City Managers and this made things run smoother. They both had separate responsibilities which gave the City Manager more time to take care of other issues. 

Vice Mayor Blattner stated all issues are in the budget and will be addressed at the July budget meeting.

Commissioner Callari stated she is concerned that there are no funds in the budget to afford hiring another Assistant City Manager.

Matthew Lalla, Financial Services Director, stated the situations are different. He stated the chapter dollars were not counted as part of the budget.

Updates
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, stated he had the opportunity to visit departments and noted their various issues. He provided an example of a department that staff is working shorthanded and how other staff members are carrying extra loads.  Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, provided an update on the union contracts. He stated he is desirous of a meeting with everyone to discuss certain issues. He stated progress is being made on the contracts with the unions and will be brought forward at the July Commission meeting.
