Commissioner Hernandez, District 2

City Shuttle

Commissioner Hernandez stated the City does not have a shuttle for the disabled and elderly individuals.  The Meridian Building, consisting of 160 units, was previously being serviced by the City of Dania Beach, but they have received notice that the transportation will be discontinued in two weeks, and they are in need of assistance.
Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated a meeting has been set up with the Meridian Building Resident Manager to discuss and resolve the transportation issue for the disabled and elderly.  

Commissioner Sherwood left the meeting at 3:42 PM and returned at 3:47 PM.  

Item #16, Park Dedication Ordinance
Commissioner Hernandez explained the vote on Item #16, Park Dedication Ordinance, was not unanimous.  He suggested in the future, the item could be delayed to allow full attendance of those citizens wishing to provide input.

Ben Gamla Charter School

Commissioner Hernandez thanked everyone that attended the Ben Gamla Charter School community meeting.  For the past six years, legislation has been underway as it relates to charter schools.  
Lobbyist Conflict

Commissioner Hernandez stated when the law firm that was hired by the City is also the lobbyists representing applicants before the City Commission, there is potential risk that representation will materially limit the lawyers’ responsibility to another client, and further stated there is no way for lawyers in Tallahassee to represent charter schools such as Ben Gamla, without impacting their own client.  Commissioner Hernandez requested copies of the opinions from The Florida Bar and the City Attorney to evaluate if a conflict so exists.

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated he works for all seven Commission members as a body as opposed to seven individuals.  When official action such as an opinion is requested by which the City will be bound, a request from the Commission is needed. 

Commissioner Callari and Vice Mayor Blattner supported the request for the opinion.

City Manager Issues

Commissioner Hernandez stated he recently met with Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, to discuss various concerns in District 2, and the City as a whole, and is looking forward to a great working relationship with her.
Vice Mayor Blattner left the meeting at 3:49 PM and returned at 3:50 PM.

Commissioner Callari, District 3

Single Point of Entry

Commissioner Callari questioned how the City can push to implement a single point of entry for Hollywood Hills Elementary.  It is a safety issue and a concern of the parents.

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, questioned clarification of Commissioner Callari’s concern on the single point of entry for the schools stating, as a municipality, the City cannot dictate to a school regarding the procedures for their point of entry other than traffic entry violations.

School Resource Officer (SRO) at Elementary Schools

Commissioner Callari stated she is concerned regarding the School Resource Officer (SRO) issue for Hollywood’s elementary schools.  Currently there is one SRO for Beachside Montessori Elementary School and three SROs rotate among all the other elementary schools.  She questioned how each elementary school can have a dedicated SRO.

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, stated he will follow up with the Broward County School Board regarding the placement of SRO’s.  The city is looking into establishing a program to hire part time SRO’s 

Extensive discussion ensued among Commissioner Callari and staff regarding the SRO program, the establishment of a part time SRO program and if charter schools have SRO’s.
Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated according to the Broward County School Board all middle schools are to have a dedicated SRO, so Beachside, being an elementary and middle school, received a dedicated SRO.

Commissioner Callari explained that the SROs being provided to the Boys and Girls Club has now ceased.  With funding being set aside for the Boys and Girls Club, a program can be re-established for an SRO to help out; this would provide a positive impact such as guidance and mentorship as in the past. 

Taste of Hollywood

Commissioner Callari encouraged everyone to attend the Taste of Hollywood event tonight at David Park. 

Stan Goldman Park

Commissioner Callari recapped the meeting last night regarding Stan Goldman Park thanking all the staff and the community who participated in making headway in support of making the park a more desirable place to visit. 

Buddy Walk

Commissioner Callari announced the Buddy Walk will be Sunday at Markham Park.  Registration for the walk is at 7:00 AM and the walk begins at 8:30 AM.

Homelessness
Commissioner Callari explained some residents are confronting the homeless around Johnson Street and N. 30th Avenue.  Residents are encouraged to not put themselves in harm’s way dealing with the homeless and to call the Police Department if a dangerous situation arises.

Vice Mayor Blattner, District 4

A1A Scenic Highway Concept

Vice Mayor Blattner stated the meeting last night to discuss the A1A Scenic Highway concept was well attended.  Presentations were made regarding A1A’s potential visualization.

Beach Delivery Zones

Vice Mayor Blattner stated there was a study performed by a consultant on delivery zones on the beach which was shelved.  The consultant’s study was presented with regard to accessibility and should be brought back for implementation.
Surf Road

Vice Mayor Blattner stated the discussion on whether Surf Road should be northbound or southbound should be resurrected.
A1A Rezoning

Vice Mayor Blattner stated how beautiful A1A will be when zoning is completed as it will maximize the beauty of the scenic highway along A1A and the corridors.  Vice Mayor Blattner requested that the items that were shelved come back together before the end of the year as a package, along with including the Art In Public Places.  Commissioner Asseff, Commissioner Sherwood, and Mayor Bober supported the request. 

Mayor Bober stated the decision to look at rezoning along A1A is a good idea and a massive undertaking requiring potential consultants and extra dollars to rezone a beach district stretching several miles.

Vice Mayor Blattner stated in looking at the rezoning along A1A, a number of factors will come into play such as using available resources differently, and he questioned if the CRA Executive Director and City Manager can come back with a consolidated presentation regarding the undertaking.

Item #16, Park Dedication Ordinance

Commissioner Biederman thanked Frederick Hopkins, Director of Real Estate, for his presentation and hard work on the Ordinance regarding Park Dedication, Item #16, on today’s agenda.  Commissioner Biederman stated after public outreach is given on the Ordinance, he might vote in favor of the ordinance on second reading.

Commissioner Biederman stated he will contact the Director of Financial Services to discuss various issues and apologized for putting him on the spot earlier in the meeting with some of his questions. 

Unsafe Structures Board

Commissioner Biederman explained that back in April or May the opportunities presented to the Unsafe Structures Board were moving along to tear down unsafe structures, assessing property owners, and now there is discouragement with the lack of progress.  With funding being available to tear down unsafe properties, certain items were not on the agenda and are not being worked on to enhance the City, such as the 62nd Avenue building structure that has been talked about since February.  Commissioner Biederman stated it should not take weeks or months to get an engineer to assess the properties for safety issues. 

Great Neighborhood Challenge Project

Commissioner Biederman stated he spoke to the City Manager on the summarized Great Neighborhood Challenge Project report he received outlining only two-thirds of the funding being allocated on projects, resulting in unfinished items.  Commissioner Biederman requested a detailed report utilizing full funding to complete the project items.

Volunteer Parking Enforcement Program

Commissioner Biederman suggested establishing a volunteer parking enforcement program similar to Broward Sheriff’s Office (BSO).  Areas could be reached that are out of the scope of Parking to avoid patrons parking on swales when there are events at the neighborhood ball fields.  He suggested the Mobil Patrol could be certified to help.  

Carriage Hills

Commissioner Biederman stated currently the residents are parking in the swale around Carriage Hills when they attend events at Driftwood Community Center.  This results in Carriage Hills being cited by Code Enforcement to replace the dead grass.  He suggested staff research the use of the adjacent field for additional parking, and creating a licensing agreement with Carriage Hills so they are not cited.

Crime Watch Signs

Commissioner Biederman stated at the Driftwood Association Meeting there were questions about the presence of the Crime Watch signs the City had previously ordered.  Signs are being requested by the citizens for Lee Street between 70th Terrace and 72nd Avenue.  Replacements signs are also requested for damaged and faded Crime Watch signs around the City as well.
Rules of Decorum

Commissioner Biederman thanked Mayor Bober for his adherence to the Rules of Decorum and urged compliance.  The rules also apply to the majority and the Commission as a whole. 

City Shuttle

Commissioner Biederman supported Commissioner Hernandez on the transportation/shuttle issue for a City shuttle or trolley, thus, connecting the hospital and downtown area.  The Hillcrest area and Memorial Regional Hospital are in need of a shuttle service, and downtown business will be enhanced with more patrons arriving on the shuttles.  He suggested that as Lucanus is a vendor that has a contract with TOPS, who is Broward County’s transportation vendor, they could be contracted to run senior shuttles around the entire City.
Impact Fees
Commissioner Biederman questioned the City Attorney if the City has the ability to create an ordinance requiring the Charter Schools to provide SROs as a safety impact fee. 

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated the Florida Statutes covering schools, including charter schools, prohibit the City from assessing any kind of an impact fee against any of the schools.  The Third District Court of Appeal made a ruling that schools do not have to pay the stormwater fee even though the City would argue that it is a utility fee.  So anything that is a fee designed to address the impact of the school on City services is not going to come to fruition as an impact fee.  Any efforts would be unsuccessful due to the statutes to impose an impact fee. 
Commissioner Biederman questioned if the City could require charter schools to pay the local business tax. 

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained charter schools and public schools alike, are not businesses that the City can assess taxes.

Commission Call for Review

Commissioner Biederman requested a Commission Call for Review for the Charter School at 46th Avenue, at Temple Sinai.  Commissioner Hernandez and Commissioner Callari supported the request. 

Commissioner Hernandez left the meeting at 4:31 PM and returned at 4:34 PM.

Commissioner Sherwood, District 6

Item #16, Park Dedication Ordinance

Commissioner Sherwood congratulated her colleagues about the great discussion regarding Item #16, Ordinance for Park Dedication.

Property Registration Ordinance

Commissioner Sherwood questioned the process when banks are required to register with the City when they are foreclosing on a home.
Rezoning

Commissioner Sherwood stated when the zoning on A1A is being considered, if the zoning along 441 can also be considered simultaneously.  The new land use could be in place which can be conveyed to developers when discussions and configurations take place to help economic development.
Sale of Lots
Commissioner Sherwood questioned the value of the full-sized lots for sale by the City and the time frame for determination of the sales. 

Frederick Hopkins, Director of Real Estate, explained the process depends upon the value of the property.  A lot value of $25,000.00 or more will require an appraisal.  However, the majority of the lots are valued under $25,000.00 and can be sold based on a recommendation to the City Commission.  Signs have been placed on various lots to inform neighbors and citizens that they are City-owned properties that are for sale.  Any and all offers will be considered. 

Community Center Used by CEC
Commissioner Sherwood stated she was informed there is a lack of additional storage space in the Community Center which is used by Community Enhancement Collaboration (CEC) in the Washington Park area, and questioned what could be done to help them for more needed storage.
Park Equipment

Commissioner Sherwood questioned if park equipment for lineal parks being created at Hollywood Boulevard and State Road 7/441 could be planned and installed.

Johnson Street Businesses

Commissioner Sherwood stated the Johnson Street businesses are having their street festival on March 16, 2014, and encouraged businesses to participate in the festival and in addition, to fix and clean up their storefronts for the event. 

Great Neighborhood Challenge

Commissioner Sherwood thanked the City Manager for starting the Great Neighborhood Challenge again, which would help inspire business properties. 

Property Registration Ordinance

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, asked for clarification regarding requiring the banks to register, in compliance with the Property Registration Ordinance, their respective foreclosures so the City can find out who is in charge of a particular piece of property.

Commissioner Sherwood stated that once the banks are registered listing their respective foreclosures, the City can go directly to the bank regarding issues such as lawn maintenance and care of their respective foreclosures.

Commissioner Asseff, District 1

City Shuttle

Commissioner Asseff stated there are approximately 4,500 people between the beach and Lakes area that are in need of transportation, which she hopes will be included when shuttle transportation is implemented.  

Cardboard Boat Races
Commissioner Asseff thanked everyone for the successful cardboard boat races and added everyone had a good time. 

Boo Bash

Commissioner Asseff announced the Boo Bash at Young Circle Arts Park will be on Halloween and encouraged everyone to attend the event. 

A1A Scenic Highway Concept

Commissioner Asseff thanked the CRA staff and her colleagues for their participation in the A1A Scenic Highway presentation meeting last night.  Commissioner Asseff stated the exciting presentation should be brought to the next CRA meeting. 

Florida Citizens Government Week

Commissioner Asseff stated October 22nd to 25th, will be Florida Citizens Government Week, and encouraged attendance to express appreciation to all the City employees for their service. 

Public Art Program

Commissioner Asseff questioned when the pelican statues from the Broward County Public Art Program will be delivered.
Jorge Camejo, CRA Executive Director, stated he had discussions with the Broward County Commissioners and staff regarding the 50/50 cost-sharing of the Public Art Program and it will depend on Broward County’s budget.
Medians

Commissioner Asseff thanked the Department of Public Works staff for their work on improving and maintaining the medians on Hollywood Boulevard and along Federal Highway.  Hollywood Boulevard looks beautiful with the enhancement of the trees.

Speeding Cars

Commissioner Asseff stated she received calls regarding cars speeding on Johnson Street near West Lake Village, and urged something be done in that area to prevent speeding. 

Florida Alternative Fuel Vehicles Exposition

Commissioner Asseff announced the Florida Alternative Fuel Vehicles exposition will be Friday at the Hollywood Beach Community Center.  There will be numerous guest speakers and moderators participating in the panel discussions for the event.  

Vice Mayor Blattner left the meeting at 4:47 PM and returned at 4:48 PM.

Mayor Bober

Stan Goldman Park

Mayor Bober stated he attended the meeting last night regarding Stan Goldman Park.  He thanked Commissioner Callari and all staff involved that addressed the questions, issues and concerns regarding the amenities and safety in the park. 

Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV) and License Plate Readers (LPR)

Mayor Bober requested an update on the implementation of the Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV), and the License Plate Readers (LPR).

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, stated the request for proposals (RFP) process is being finalized and should be completed by November regarding the CCTV and LPR program.  In December or January, the RFP will be issued.  In February, an evaluation of the proposals will be conducted to make a recommendation to the Commission by March.  Implementation of the cameras and technology will commence in April 2014.
Soundproofing

Mayor Bober stated he attended the Stan Goldman Park meeting at David Park last night and while the meeting was in progress, noise from the adjacent room was distracting.  With all the community centers being well utilized, soundproofing could be looked into or an alternative location could be used. 

City Shuttle

Mayor Bober explained he supports the transportation and shuttle service for seniors, but the issue is that millions of dollars is needed to provide transportation from one end of the City to the other and the prioritization of the dollars in the budget is a city-wide issue that needs to be addressed.  Limited duration federal grants have been available in the past but will not continue to provide service on a perpetual basis.  

City Staff

Mayor Bober explained the City’s various Directors and Managers’ roles and the great job they are performing.  Management of a system is vital in a major corporation and should not be discounted due to the terrific job they are conducting. 

Rules of Decorum

Mayor Bober stated the issue of defying decorum will always be intervened when colleagues are insulting or condescending to staff.  Preparing for City Commission meetings will always be expected from his colleagues.  Protection of the people is a vital role of the Mayor, and all staff and colleagues will be treated with respect to avoid interruption and undue embarrassment due to unpreparedness. 

Medal of Honor

Mayor Bober stated there was a very important ceremony yesterday in which a veteran, former Army Captain William Swenson, received a Medal of Honor from President Barak Obama.  The courageous acts of all of our veterans will always be recognized.  

Veterans Day Barbeque

Mayor Bober announced the upcoming Veterans Day Holiday and the City’s Veterans Day barbeque, on Sunday, November 10, 2013, at TY Park and encouraged all veterans and his colleagues to attend.

Commissioner Callari announced Cinema Paradisio will be opening this Saturday and encouraged everyone to attend and support them.
