Historic Preservation Committee

Commissioner Asseff announced Broward County is looking to start a Historic Preservation Committee. She requested Jaye Epstein, Director of Planning and Development Services, render an opinion on this issue. She stated the Broward League of Cities is concerned as the County may be taking control of Historic Preservation in all cities. 
Deceased Animals Pick Up 

Commissioner Asseff stated she received a call from Dr. Dee at the Animal Clinic and he stated Broward County Animal Care and Regulation will no longer be picking up deceased animals from off the streets, however there is a pet cemetery and Dr. Dee can be contacted for clarification.

Commissioner Asseff congratulated Cliff Germano and Terry Cantrell, on being honored today with the Charles Vollman Award for the great job they have done and also for their dedication.
Signage

Commissioner Asseff stated at one of the Broward League of Cities meetings, the topic of signage was brought forth. She stated the Mayor of the City of Pembroke Pines stated their city has sandwich board signs which are uniform, and has the City seal. She stated this is a great idea to get one type of signage so there will not be signs all over the City. She requested the opinion of her colleagues. 
Broward League of Cities Meeting

Commissioner Asseff announced a Broward League of Cities meeting on June 20, 2013 at 6:30 PM. 
Cleaning Drainage

Commissioner Asseff stated residents are encouraged to start cleaning drains in their areas and help keep the debris out especially during a storm. 
Broward League of Cities Awards
Commissioner Asseff stated the Great Neighborhoods Challenge program is one of the best programs in the City and requested the City Manager submit the program to the Broward League of Cities. She stated the deadline is sometime in July. 
Mosquito Control of Broward

Commissioner Asseff stated she made a call to the Mosquito Control of Broward County and was informed that each resident has to call in a request so they will come and spray the neighborhood. She requested staff look into this issue.

Mayor Bober
Boil Water Alert
Mayor Bober stated the boil water alert was a waste of people’s time and money because of the way it was handled by the State. He stated the cities were advised by the State not to notify residents until the next day when there could be a joint press release. Mayor Bober stated the City of Hollywood’s water is tested and treated every day and there was no ecoli found in our water. He stated Hollywood has never had a boil water alert because the City has a great water treatment system.  He stated he will be challenging this issue and will contact the Governor’s office. He questioned the City Manager if there is any way the City can be disconnected from the tainted well. Mayor Bober stated there was no satisfactory answer and this wasted the residents’ and businesses’ time and money.
Respect On The Dais
Mayor Bober encouraged everyone on the dais to appreciate the position they are in and be respectful when speaking to each other. He stated there is certain decorum that should be handled outside of the Commission meetings and also encouraged everyone to choose their words carefully when they speak. 
Number of Employees Issue

Mayor Bober stated the number of employees in the City is less than it was in the past. He used Code Enforcement staff as an example.  He stated Code Enforcement is very limited on the weekends due to the decrease in the number of employees. He stated there is an increase in code violation issues and not enough employees to cover.  He stated all zones are not created equally and there are some that need more Code Enforcement and there are not enough resources to address the issues. 
Mayor Bober’s Initiative of a 4/7 Vote

Mayor Bober stated he provided a memo on the concept to have four members support an issue on the dais before an issue is researched by staff and placed on an agenda.  He encouraged the Commission members to give it a try.  He used the example of the motorized bikes in his memo and encouraged his colleagues to think of a 4/7 vote instead of 2/7. 

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained the current process regarding the Rules of Procedure for an item to be placed on an agenda by a Commission member.
Vice Mayor Blattner stated if an item is brought forth that is not on the agenda it should be discussed first and if the majority wants to move it forward then it should be done. 
Commissioner Hernandez stated there should be more information and staff should be able to discuss with the Commissioners to get an idea of what the item is about. 
Mayor Bober agreed if a Commission member has an idea, whatever it is, discuss the issue at the Commission meeting and get more of a consensus than one other Commission member to agree.
Commissioner Callari stated she is concerned about staff time used and the Commission should discuss and if a majority of the Commission agrees, they should proceed on the issue.

Commissioner Asseff stated she is not comfortable voting on an item and not knowing beforehand what it is about. She stated a memo should be provided days before with the item to be discussed. 
Mayor Bober summarized, the Commission will have discussion on an issue and have a majority of the Commission members agree before staff proceeds on an issue.

Canal behind Orangebrook Golf & Country Club
Commissioner Callari stated she received a call regarding the canal behind Orangebrook Golf & Country Club that is completely drained.  She requested staff look into this issue. 
Swales on Johnson Street and Taft Street

Commissioner Callari stated the swales on 46th Avenue between Johnson Street and Taft Street do not have enough trees.  She stated there are large gaps between the trees causing the direct sunlight on windows of houses in the area and residents have to be pulling down their window shades.

Commissioner Hernandez stated he is working with the City of Pembroke Pines staff regarding a marathon that would start at the Everglades and end at Hollywood Beach.
