Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, provided information on additional language which needs to be added to the ordinance: the date the collective bargaining agreement between the City and the Union is ratified which is July 3, 2013.  When we know the exact date at the time of second reading, we always prefer to put the date in the ordinance. Otherwise, a person reading the ordinance would have to do additional research to determine the date the Collective Bargaining Agreement was ratified.  Section 33.075 of the City’s Code of Ordinances requires, as one of the two alternative procedures to amend the firefighters pension plan, the approval of a “majority plus one” vote of the City Commission and 50% plus one of the voting members; and prior to the adoption of this ordinance on second reading, 50% plus one of the voting members of the firefighters pension plan approved the amendments contained in this ordinance.

Commissioner Callari stated she read the City Attorney’s memo regarding door-to-door solicitations.  She questioned as to why it cannot be banned all together.   
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, provided information on the Court’s previous ruling regarding door-to-door solicitation. He stated door-to-door solicitation is regarded as a freedom of speech and cannot be regulated if solicitors are not asking for money.  He stated for a municipality to impose regulation, every resident would have to petition. 
Commissioner Sherwood returned to the meeting at 3:14 PM. 

Apollo Middle School Pool

Commissioner Callari questioned why the Apollo Middle School pool is not being utilized during the summer.  She stated it is filled with water but there is no activity. She requested staff to look into the issue. 
Chuck Ellis, Director of Parks, Recreation and Cultural Arts, stated he would look into the issue and get back to the Commission with an answer. He stated the pool was under renovations but it is now ready for use, however it is under the control of the School Board. 
Stan Goldman Park

Commissioner Callari stated Stan Goldman Park is progressing and the Going Green Program is having a positive impact. 

Code Enforcement

Commissioner Callari stated at the North Central Civic Association Meeting recently there were concerns regarding Code Enforcement.  She expressed thanks to Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Public Safety Director, for helping out with the residents’ issues.
Crime Safety

Commissioner Callari encouraged residents to be vigilant in watching out for criminal activity, and urged them to contact the police if anything suspicious is seen. 

Prayers for Arizona Firefighters and Hollywood Police Officer

Commissioner Callari expressed her sympathies to the families of the firefighters who lost their lives in Arizona, along with the sole surviving firefighter.  She also requested special prayers for Detective Beverly Perez who was diagnosed with cancer and is now in hospice. 
Apollo Middle School Community Garden
Commissioner Callari stated everyone is invited to Apollo Middle School on July 24, 2013, to view the garden that the students have cultivated. 
Smart Trailer

Commissioner Callari questioned how many traffic trailers the City owns and the times they are posted in each area.  
Vincent Affanato, Interim Police Chief, stated the City has two traffic trailers and is considering purchasing six additional trailers.  He also stated there are license plate readers that measure speed, but there are some technical difficulties that the Information Technology Department is working to correct.  He stated the traffic trailers are rotated to different hotspots.

Vice Mayor Blattner, District 4

Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) and HIP Grant

Vice Mayor Blattner suggested Jorge Camejo, Executive Director of Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA), temporarily suspend further Hotel Improvement Program (HIP) grant applications. He requested an explanation about the earlier CRA meeting and asked that the CRA Director come forward at the next CRA Board meeting to review the HIP grant for appropriateness.  He asked that all HIP grants be temporarily suspended until further discussion. 
FEMA Reimbursement

Vice Mayor Blattner congratulated the City for receiving the FEMA reimbursement of $4.5 million for Hurricane Wilma.  He thanked staff for all their years of hard work to resolve this issue.  

Community Redevelopment Agency Business Group/Committee

Vice Mayor Blattner stated at the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) meeting this morning there was a discussion about developing a business group for the City.  He requested the City Manager plan on developing a committee to focus on this issue, and for staff to focus on development and redevelopment in a way the City has not been able to focus on before. 

Block 40 and Block 55

Vice Mayor Blattner requested the City Attorney provide a status on the development of Block 40 and 55. 
Central Beach Redevelopment

Vice Mayor Blattner stated he believes there is a Margaritaville effect in the City.  He suggested the Commission consider ideas for the anticipated redevelopment opportunities for Central Beach.  He requested Jorge Camejo, Executive Director of the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA), to plan a workshop in the near future to lay out the regulations. 
27.
Commissioner Biederman, District 5

Community Redevelopment Agency Business Group/Committee

Commissioner Biederman reiterated what the Hollywood Business Council used to be, and he believes it should be the responsibility of the Hollywood Chamber of Commerce.  He added that the City needs to do more with the Broward Alliance in working with adjoining cities.  He stated the Hollywood Chamber of Commerce should also help promote the City as a place to establish business.
Parking at the Beach

Commissioner Biederman suggested using the vacant lot adjacent to Sheridan Street for temporary parking during the construction of Margaritville. Police Awards

Commissioner Biederman suggested sending warning letters to vehicle owners who are noticed speeding; in particular, when a teen is driving his or her parent’s car. 
Vehicle Crash
Commissioner Biederman recognized the three individuals, one of them being Roy Robinson, Code Enforcement Officer, who came to the aid of the occupants of a vehicle that crashed on Charleston Street, which was due to excessive speeding. 
Memo of Understanding
Commissioner Biederman requested the City Manager provide a Memorandum of Understanding with the general employees for pay restoration for the remaining three months of the fiscal year. 

Apollo Middle School Community Garden

Commissioner Biederman encouraged everyone to attend the Apollo Middle School Community Garden exhibition at 3:00 PM on July 24, 2013.  This is in memory of a deceased student from Apollo Middle School.
Boulevard Heights Elementary School

Commissioner Biederman announced a Meet and Greet for the new Principal of Boulevard Heights Elementary School on July 31, 2013. 

Civic Association Meetings

Commissioner Biederman announced the Boulevard Heights Civic Association meeting on July 9, 2013, at 7:15 PM, and the Driftwood Civic Association meeting on July 16, 2013. 
Charter Schools

Commissioner Biederman stated there are a number of charter schools in the City.  He questioned the City Attorney if a distance separation requirement could be entertained. 
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated there has to be a reasonable basis on which a distance separation is needed and a valid purpose to enforce police powers. 
Commissioner Hernandez seconded looking into the issue.

Block 40 and Block 55

Commissioner Sherwood stated she keeps inquiring about Block 40 and Block 55, which have become drawn out.  She stated she is desirous to see the developments proceed. 
Community Redevelopment Agency HIP Grant

Commissioner Sherwood stated there should be a decision and policy on how to allocate the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) HIP funds. 
City Employees

Commissioner Sherwood thanked all the City employees for their service and dedication, especially during the City’s rough times.  She stated she is excited about the decisions being made as it relates to Union negotiations.

Commissioner Asseff stated she supports looking into the Hollywood Business Council.  She stated there were leftover funds of $90K when the business council disbanded which she would like checked into.

Commissioner Asseff stated she is looking forward to the Margaritaville acceptance of the property on July 9, 2013, and the groundbreaking.

Commissioner Hernandez, District 2

Door-to-Door Solicitation
Commissioner Callari questioned the City Attorney on the Door-to-Door Solicitation Ordinance that was passed in the City of Deerfield.

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, replied that the Ordinance was not passed as the attorney for the City of Deerfield Beach advised them that it was unconstitutional.
