Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, concluded the presentation on the City’s FY2014 goals. 

Discussion ensued among staff and members of the Commission.

Commissioner Asseff, District 1

Municipal Beach Issues

Commissioner Asseff stated the removal of electric vehicles on the Broadwalk should remain a priority item.
No Smoking
Commissioner Asseff stated no smoking on the City’s beaches and parks should be encouraged.  Although adherence can be difficult, there is hope the “Thank You For Not Smoking” signage could be installed on the beaches and parks to discourage smoking.

Flood Insurance Rates

Commissioner Asseff explained the anticipated flood insurance rate increases would cause hardship on the City’s residents.  Commissioner Asseff questioned if Mayor Bober would write a letter to the Governor requesting flood insurance increases not to go into effect.

Mayor Bober stated he met with the City Manager and he will be addressing the issue of flood insurance increases as soon as possible.
Deceased Animals

Commissioner Asseff stated she would like to work together with all the other cities in Broward County and encourage Broward County to continue the pickup of deceased animals on the roadway.

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated a cooperative RFP was put out regarding the pickup of deceased animals and only one company was responsive.  The cities want to work together to continue the service, if the proper regulations of pickup and disposal are within the guidelines. She added that Commissioner Asseff’s recommendation on the continued pickup of deceased animals is excellent, and the City could help pay for the costs associated therewith.  Mayor Bober and Commissioner Sherwood concurred.

Broward League of Cities

Commissioner Asseff stated she serves on the Fiscal Committee with the Broward League of Cities (BLC) and asked for support for issues that will be placed on their legislative agenda.  The issue the Committee is initiating is having the unions pay their own court fees when the City prevails.  Other items on the legislative agenda include allowing the cities to add a special sales tax for infrastructure, a request for special fees for public safety, and special taxes for bonds. 

Commissioner Asseff explained some of the BLC Committee issues could involve legalities and prohibition issues and advice from the City Attorney might potentially be sought 

Mayor Bober explained backup information would be needed from the BLC on their proposals for discussion and adoption. 

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained proposals from the BLC Committee could require legislative action on the part of state implementation.  The proposals could involve drafting potential legislation, and involvement with the Broward Delegation if appropriate.  Legal verification could be time-consuming but, if it is the will of the Commission, the time will be allotted for the necessary work.

Cardboard Boat Race

Commissioner Asseff encouraged everyone to attend the cardboard boat race event on Saturday at the Hollywood Marina, along with checking out the boat slip rental spaces. 

ArtsPark Event

Commissioner Asseff stated there will be an Italian Festival at the ArtsPark on Saturday with the introduction performed by Mama Mia. 

Commissioner Biederman left the meeting at 3:49 PM and returned at 3:50 PM. 

Bicycle Markings

Commissioner Asseff stated she noticed in the Town of Golden Beach they mark on the pavement the area for bicyclists to ride in.  With so many bicyclists in Hollywood, the respective bicycle lane would be a good project to implement. 

Clean Air Exposition

Commissioner Asseff announced on October 25, 2013, the Clean Air Exposition will be held at the Hollywood Beach Community Center.  The event is open to the public with panels and sponsors present, along with an electric car demonstration.

Commissioner Hernandez, District 2

Meeting with the City Manager
Commissioner Hernandez stated he had a meeting last week with Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, in regards to the presentation regarding the Ben Gamla School planning and development project and who would be presenting.  
Commissioner Hernandez stated it is his job to work for the residents in the community in District 2.  He is concerned about the City Manager’s performance on the following issues: Wiley Street driveway took too long; fixing the wall on Pembroke Road and the disparity therein between maintaining other walls; water rate tier structure did not change; no workshop scheduled regarding officers allegedly receiving excessive pension monies; the 441 corridor area tax base has been reduced, but the City is still providing tax breaks to developers for park impact fees; not trimming trees in a way that would be efficient; have been numerous complaints from residents regarding unfavorable treatment from code enforcement officers; an employee was stabbed with a pencil by another employee, but nothing has been done; the demoralizing effect the financial urgency placed on many City employees, including loss of jobs, loss of pay, and reclassifications for some employees that were considered privileged; some employees received reclassifications and bonuses that were not considered equally distributed due to the financial urgency effect; crime has increased, but efforts being done for Federal Highway are appreciated; Code Enforcement issues regarding car dealers and business parking on the grass and unpaved surfaces on State Road 7/441 with no enforcement issued by the code officers, however, an elderly constituent who is waiting for a handicap permit is being unequally harassed by code enforcement for parking on the grass; selling lots to developers in Liberia, who are moving in non-residents; received information regarding acceptance of food trucks, but the Commission is unaware.  For the last two years, the presence of the food trucks at parks and other events has not generated revenue for the City and the City’s Code has been violated, as it needs Commission action.
ACTION:  Motion was made by Commissioner Hernandez to terminate Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager.  The motion died due to lack of a second.

Commissioner Callari, District 3

St. Baldricks

Commissioner Callari stated the St. Baldricks fundraiser event was a huge success raising over $60,000.00.

Breast Cancer Awareness Walk

Commissioner Callari announced October 12, 2013 is the Breast Cancer Awareness walk.

Buddy Walk

Commissioner Callari announced the Buddy Walk will take place on October 20, 2013.
Meyerhof Senior Center Non-Walk-a-Thon

Commissioner Callari stated a letter was received from the Meyerhof Senior Center announcing a non-walk-a-thon fundraiser to raise funds for their struggling center. 

Firefighter Derik Alvarez

Commissioner Callari received an email from Firefighter Derik Alvarez on his recovery from his severe accident and she is thankful he is progressing. 

Condition of State Road 7 / 441
Commissioner Callari stated the panhandling and vagrancy is still present on State Road 7/441 and Hollywood Boulevard.  The appearance of the corridor is in decline. 

Commissioner Callari explained the amount of prostitution and drug dealing along 441 between Hollywood Boulevard and Johnson Street has increased.  There is a shortage of police officers, but efforts are underway to increase protection.

Hollywood Boulevard Improvements
Commissioner Callari explained the improvements on Hollywood Boulevard were scheduled to be completed in July.  Commissioner Callari questioned when the large orange cones will be removed since the project is completed and who is overseeing landscape maintenance in the median aisle portions on Hollywood Boulevard.

Jonathan Vogt, Deputy Director of Public Works/City Engineer, stated the rubber reinforcement covering on the road is still needed to complete the project and there was a delay in the manufacturing of the material.  The caution cones are still present and will be removed in the next week or two.  He stated the City will take over once the final inspection of the median landscaping is performed.  A field walk meeting has been set for next week.  The preliminary inspection revealed some replacement of trees is underway at the present time.

Margaritaville Hollywood Beach Resort
Commissioner Callari stated the Margaritaville Hollywood Beach Resort construction that is occurring from 7:00 AM to 7:00 PM is causing a conflict with the entertainment and music events.  She suggested moving events to Garfield Street where accessibility of a parking garage and a portable stage can accommodate the residents and visitors when such events occur. 

Johnson Street and State Road 7/441

Commissioner Callari stated the Johnson Street project is progressing between 441 and 56th Avenue.  Advisement and ideas are always welcome in continuing to make the project an improvement for the area. 

Sheridan Stationside Development Park

Commissioner Callari requested clarification on what is going to be provided to the City regarding the park at the Sheridan Stationside development.

Jaye Epstein, Director of Planning and Development Services, stated the park will be transferred to the City prior to receiving the first Certificate of Occupancy.  Prior to the park coming to the city, the developer must remove all trailer pads, septic tanks, and transfer the Coral Rock house and $50,000.00 for needed improvements to the City.
Commissioner Callari stated the parks are very important and the City needs to keep as much green space as possible. 

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated the Hollywood Council of Civic Associations (HCCA) raised the issue regarding the parks and the City Attorney reviewed the prior agreements to avoid any contradiction.

Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, stated the Development Order always provided that the park would be turned over as a part of the development, and the obligatory transfer would only occur when the development was started.

Pembroke Road Wall

Commissioner Callari questioned the status of the wall on Pembroke Road. 

Police Station

Commissioner Callari questioned the repair and improvement status of the police station.  The interior is in disrepair and needs to be up to code. 

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, stated he will be meeting with the Department of Public Works on the repair issues inside the police station and provided assurance that the interior aspects will be addressed. 

Stan Goldman Park

Commissioner Callari stated the Stan Goldman Park meeting will be held at David Park on October 15, 2013, to present ideas for improvements.
Alley Resurfacing

Commissioner Callari questioned if the alley resurfacing of 40% to 60% is already approved or whether it must be presented to the Commission for approval.

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated the alley resurfacing will be presented to the Commission with a special assessment process.  Individual meetings will be set regarding the importance of alley resurfacing. 

Great Neighborhood Challenge

Commissioner Callari explained the importance of the Great Neighborhood Challenge returning and with multiple neighborhoods making it a block effort, which would help to boost the participation of many neighbors in lieu of an individual effort. 

Burglary
Commissioner Callari stated in the Lakes neighborhood a house was being tented for termites, concerned neighbors were watching the house and reported an incident of a possible burglary to the police.  She thanked the neighbors for their vigilance and encouraged others to get involved in the community.
Communications

Commissioner Callari stated there needs to be improvement on keeping the Commission informed.  She stated there have been instances where the Commission is asked questions on an incident that has not been communicated to them by staff.  The Commission always wants to be prepared when questions do arise about an incident.

Thank You

Commissioner Callari thanked Dandee Donuts for the donuts they provided today. 

Involvement
Commissioner Callari encouraged citizens to be involved in their civic associations and Crime Watch.

Police Officers
Commissioner Callari stated there is still crime in many areas of the City, and more Police Officers are needed.  She expressed her displeasure on the recent signage in the city advertising the need for Police hires, she feels criminals could perhaps think police coverage is lacking. 

Utility Box Covers

Commissioner Callari stated she recently visited the City of Wilton Manors and the City of Dania Beach and noticed the utility boxes had attractive covers.  The utility box covers would look nice in the City of Hollywood and suggested staff research the costs of the covers.
Union Negotiations
Commissioner Callari encouraged AFSCME and management to make headway and reach an agreement to move the City back to the normal status.

Vice Mayor Blattner, District 4

Deceased Animal Pickup

Vice Mayor Blattner stated the City Manager should ask her colleagues how Broward County is handling the cost and pickup of deceased animals in their jurisdiction.

Budget/Special Assessments

Vice Mayor Blattner explained in regard to the Police Department assessment fee, there are some cities, excluding Hollywood, which are approaching the 10 mill cap.  If the Police budget for Hollywood is categorized as a separate line item, it would lower the millage rate but not the overall payments made by residents. 
Arson Fire

Vice Mayor Blattner stated the arson fire in the shopping center on Stirling Road was the third arson in the past three years.  He complimented the Police Department and Fire Department for their excellent response.  Vice Mayor Blattner recommended that a federal agency be brought in to determine if the arson was a hate crime, and he thanked Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, and Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, for reaching out to further the investigation.

Commissioner Biederman, District 5

Presentation by City Manager on Accomplishments/Goals
Commissioner Biederman stated he is happy to see the accomplishments the City has made in the last year, and goals for next year regarding: the targeting of high Code Enforcement fined properties so the fines can be collected; Cash for Trash is expected to return, along with The Great Neighborhood Challenge 2 (GNC2); in favor of the option for the flexible work week, and the positive feedback and suggestions for improving employee morale; the prospect of the internal auditor, and social media are coming into effect; positive feedback has been received from the residents on the shredding events, and a shredding event will take place out west with volunteers participating; participating with the Greater Fort Lauderdale Alliance which will provide outreach and businesses to the area; thanked the Department of Public Works for the tree trimming in the Boulevard Heights area along 72nd Avenue and Johnson Street; questioned the status and prospect of surveying businesses that opened in the last 90 days; and what their hurdles were; questioned the Professional Property Manager’s role and function as presented by the City Manager today; questioned if the building permit fees could be increased; against permit fees for painting of houses; City-wide problem solving meetings are a great idea, but concerned with multiple employees and management attending the various meetings, the day-to-day work product could slow down; questioned if the intranet access is available for non-computer related employees.
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, explained the Professional Property Manager is a civilian employee who will be working in the Police evidence room, which is a union position.

Commissioner Asseff left the meeting at 4:30 PM and returned at 4:33 PM. 

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, explained the employees can use kiosks, and information is printed and displayed for those persons that do not have computer access.
Food Trucks

Commissioner Biederman questioned if the City Attorney can address the food truck issue so the other Commissioners can determine if further investigation of the food truck ordinance is needed.

Pawn Shop Appeal

Commissioner Biederman questioned why the pawn shop appeal on Hollywood Boulevard was not on the agenda today 

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated she met with the City Attorney’s Office and the appeal was reviewed regarding the pawn shop.  The Certificate of Use was revoked and the appeal is forthcoming.

Alley Resurfacing / Sidewalks

Commissioner Biederman questioned the 60/40 percentage regarding alley resurfacing versus doing the 50/50 percentage for sidewalks and how it is differentiated.
Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated the 60/40 percentage idea on the alley resurfacing is optional; staff is looking at a fair amount as garbage/trash trucks are causing the need for the resurfacing.  If the Commission would rather see it like the 50/50 sidewalk program, a recommendation will be brought to the Commission.

Commissioner Sherwood, District 6

State Road 7 / 441
Commissioner Sherwood questioned Jaye Epstein, Director of Planning and Development Services, about the State Road 7/441 rezoning of the transit oriented corridor, and on the problems encountered regarding the eminent domain and zoning issues. 

Jaye Epstein, Director of Planning and Development Services, stated the land use has been changed and now the zoning must be done.  In terms of expanding the commercial corridor along State Road 7, it will be looked at with further evaluation during the next week.

Commissioner Sherwood questioned Davon Barbour, Director of Community and Economic Development, about which areas on 441 will be deemed a special district for developers’ incentives.

Davon Barbour, Director of Community and Economic Development, explained a portion of 441 is included within the Enterprise Zone.  The County is looking at revising the Enterprise Zone boundaries to allow the cities to make changes.  The City is looking at relocating the retention pond areas. 

Free Paint Program

Commissioner Sherwood questioned if the free paint program can be expanded for small commercial properties specifically along Johnson Street between 56 Avenue and State Road 7/441.  Some of the merchants do not have the funds to purchase paint.

Davon Barbour, Director of Community and Economic Development, stated the residential paint has not been acquired yet; however, the department is exploring the creation of a residential paint program with the source of the funding being community-based block dollars for qualifying applicants based on income.  A paint request has just come into the department for the businesses, and staff is reviewing the request.

Johnson Street Business

Commissioner Sherwood announced the next meeting for the Johnson Street commercial area between 56 Avenue and State Road 7/441 will be October 8, 2013.

Monument Signs

Commissioner Sherwood questioned the amount of monument signs that will be placed for the new development at the corner of Hollywood Blvd and State Road 7/441.

Jaye Epstein, Director of Planning and Development Services, stated that each out-parcel will likely request a monument sign.  The code will allow a monument sign if the business is under separate ownership.  Some signs will be stand alone.

Mayor Bober

Cardboard Boat Race

Mayor Bober encouraged everyone to attend the cardboard boat race event stating it is a great community event.

Arson Fire

Mayor Bober thanked Vice Mayor Blattner for addressing the alleged arson at the shopping center.  Mayor Bober stated the FBI, in prior years, had performed some joint arson training with the Police Department and could possibly aid ATF in the evidence response if the Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police deems it appropriate for an additional resource.

City Manager

Mayor Bober explained the pleasure of being on the Commission for thirteen years and then becoming the Mayor.  Mayor Bober explained the enormous amount of issues the City faces day to day, and explained the excellent working relationship and the excellent job Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, is performing in her massive role, to keep moving in the right direction.  Mayor Bober thanked Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, for her dedication and hard work.
