Margaritaville Construction

Vice Mayor Asseff explained the businesses along the beach and Johnson Street are financially suffering due to the Margaritaville construction, and she suggested (i) the possibility of landlords reducing property rent on the Broadwalk during the construction phase, and (ii) utilizing CRA funds for a façade improvement program. 

Mayor Bober stated he supports a façade improvement program that can be designed for property owners in consideration of rent reduction to the tenants due to the Margaritaville construction.  Vice Mayor Asseff agreed.
Commissioner Callari stated parking is also a problem due to the Margaritaville construction as patrons have a problem gaining access to the businesses, and she suggested incentives by using validations and discounts for the patrons that have to park far away. 

Vice Mayor Asseff explained the need for using the trolley and the Hollywood Beach parking garage for patrons to get to central beach, which would help to resolve the parking issues.  

Commissioner Biederman stated he would support a façade program.  

Davon Barbour, Director of Community and Economic Development, reviewed the prospect of the potential programs that could assist some of the businesses during the Margaritaville construction by securing allocation of new market tax credits.
Discussion ensued among members of the Commission regarding the façade improvement program and the lack of participation.  The Commission also discussed not supporting a loan program to the property owners.
Commissioner Hernandez left the meeting at 2:10 PM and returned at 2:12 PM. 

Vice Mayor Asseff reviewed a similar situation in the Downtown area that occurred due to improvements, and she suggested establishing a private and public partnership which would help the businesses during the construction. 

Jorge Camejo, CRA Executive Director, stated he is meeting with the business owners to discuss the issues to create a possible solution.

Crime

Commissioner Hernandez stated there was a recent homicide in his district.  There is an increase in police patrols; however, the residents are concerned why this is happening. 

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, stated a significant majority of the homicides are domestic violence related, along with narcotic-related.  The Police Officers are working diligently to prevent and solve these cases.  In addition, the Street Crime Unit is working on the narcotic sale crimes.  The transient population has contributed to an increase in crime.
Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated there have been significant results due to the Police Officers efforts and the involvement of other agencies resulting in apprehensions.
Pembroke Road Wall

Commissioner Hernandez provided an update on a plan being made to fix the Pembroke Road wall and the need for easement agreements with the residents. 

Planning and Development Board

Commissioner Hernandez announced the Planning and Development Board meeting tomorrow at 6:00 PM regarding the proposed Ben Gamla High School. 

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, explained the arrangements for the Planning and Development Board meeting in anticipation of a large turnout.

Margaritaville Construction

Commissioner Callari stated the Margaritaville construction issues on Johnson Street and the Beach need to be addressed.  There needs to be a discussion at the next CRA meeting.  Parking problems are still an issue for the businesses and their patrons.
Crime
Commissioner Callari explained the crime on Johnson Street and 30th Avenue is still a problem, and the continued vagrancy is having a negative effect.  The city needs to have a plan of action regarding the vagrants living in the Fashion Center and how they will be displaced when that property is demolished. 

Cathy Swanson-Rivenbark, City Manager, stated the Police Department is having an inter-agency homeless symposium on December 19, 2013 that will provide an update on a homeless management plan. 

Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Chief of Police, provided an update on the chronic homeless problem and the proactive stance by the Police Officers. 
Traffic Issues
Commissioner Callari stated a constituent called regarding speeding in the neighborhood.  There is a lack of officers to respond and something needs to be done to correct this issue.
Frank Fernandez, Assistant City Manager/Police Chief, provided an update on the VIN Unit to further enhance the level of service provided.  Patrol and traffic enforcement has been increased.
Commissioner Callari reviewed Police Department staffing and the addition of the new officers that are in training now. 

Rotary Park

Commissioner Callari stated the field conditions at Rotary Park are in need of improvement, and the parents are coming to Citizens’ Comments to express various concerns, specifically, the flooding which results in ball game delays. 

Water Main Replacement Project

Commissioner Callari thanked the staff for the status of the water main replacement project and for their hard work.
Candy Cane Parade

Commissioner Callari stated she was unable to attend the Candy Cane parade but heard it was a successful event.

Segways

Commissioner Blattner explained the permissibility of segways along the Broadwalk and requested input whether the segways can be used for tours only instead of individual rentals.
Jeffrey P. Sheffel, City Attorney, explained the State Statute for segways in terms of personal and rental use.  Businesses are regulated for rental use of segways as opposed to personal use.

Commissioner Blattner requested Commission support to have the City Attorney research the prohibition of businesses on the Broadwalk from renting segways.  Commissioner Callari seconded the request.
Landlords/Tenants

Commissioner Blattner explained there have been some recent crime problems regarding rental properties and the need for landlords to do background checks on their tenants.  The landlord/tenant cooperation is worth exploring for preventing issues.
Information on Various Issues

Commissioner Blattner requested the Chief of Police provide information to him during their next meeting regarding:  if the majority of the crimes are at rental properties; analysis if the recent shootings are purposeful; analysis of gangs and how they are being addressed on a multi-task force basis; identification of other ways that could be used to help identify nuisances which could be abated by closing down businesses; Street Crimes Unit resource utilization needs to be accelerated.
