WHEREAS: THE CITY OF HOLLYWOOD DEPENDS ON TRAINED PUBLIC SAFETY VOLUNTEERS TO ASSIST ITS
POLICE DEPARTMENT, FIRE RESCUE AND BEACH SAFETY DEPARTMENT, PUBLIC WORKS
DEPARTMENT, AND OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT WITH IMPORTANT EMERGENCY
PREPAREDNESS AND RESPONSE DUTIES; AND

WHEREAS: 2018 MARKS THE 25™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE BEGINNING OF THE COMMUNITY EMERGENCY
RESPONSE TEAM (CERT) PROGRAM IN CALIFORNIA AND THE PROGRAM HAS SINCE BEEN
ADOPTED BY COMMUNITIES ALL OVER THE UNITED STATES; AND

WHEREAS: 2018 MARKS THE 20™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE BEGINNING OF HOLLYWOOD’S CERT PROGRAM;
AND

WHEREAS: SINCE HOLLYWOOD’S CERT PROGRAM INCEPTION, HUNDREDS OF RESIDENTS OF HOLLYWOOD
AND OTHER COMMUNITIES HAVE BEEN TRAINED IN BASIC LIFE SAVING SKILLS; AND

WHEREAS: HOLLYWOOD’S CERT VOLUNTEERS PLAYED CRITICAL ROLES IN ASSISTING THE CITY OF
HOLLYWOOD DURING HURRICANE MATTHEW IN OCTOBER 2016 AND HURRICANE IRMA IN
SEPTEMBER 2017 INCLUDING CONDUCTING WELFARE CHECKS ON VULNERABLE RESIDENTS,
