 This letter accompanies the application of the Florida Conference Association of Seventh 
Day Adventists for Site Plan review for the Broward Academy, an approximate 10,800 sq. ft. high 
school (grades 9-12), accessory to a place of worship, and an accessory parking garage, and 
reviews the criteria for Special Exception approval, as referenced in the staff report dated 
September 3, 2019. 
 
CRITERIA 1: The proposed used must be consistent with the principles of the City's 
Comprehensive Plan. 
 
 Response:  The proposed high school, grades 9-12, to be located in unused space on the 
second floor of the existing church structure, and accompanying new adjacent parking garage, to 
accommodate all required parking for existing and proposed uses on site, is consistent with 
principles of the City’s Downtown District CRA Plan, including but not limited to creating a 
unique sense of place, quality image described as “exciting, fun, progressive, and successful,” and 
is consistent with applicable urban design principles for the downtown area as set forth in the plan, 
such as the formal axial geometries reinforced by landscaping, low rise building frames, 
compatible land use, and pedestrian and traffic circulation.  This investment in the church property 
is consistent with the CRA’s effort to revitalize downtown. 
 
 The proposed use is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan’s discussion of “Permitted 
Uses in the Area Designated Regional Activity Center,” whose major purposes are to “facilitate 
multi-use and mixed-use development, encourage mass transit, reduce the need for automobile 



travel, provide incentives for quality development, and give definition to the urban form.”  The 
proposed use furthers the Hollywood’s Downtown Regional Activity Center’s design principles 
by promoting a “lively, livable, and successful regional downtown area,” encourage a pedestrian 
oriented core,” “encourage historic preservation,” and “[p]romote creative situating of buildings.” 
 
 CRITERIA 2: The proposed use must be compatible with the existing land use pattern and 
designated future uses and with the existing natural environment and other real properties within 
the vicinity.  
 
 Response:  The proposed educational use, a high school consisting of grades 9-12, to be 
located in an existing church structure, with a new adjacent parking garage to accommodate 
existing and new parking requirements of the church and school, is compatible with the existing 
land use pattern, natural environment, and other properties within its vicinity. 
 
CRITERIA 3: That there will be provisions for safe traffic movement, both vehicular and 
pedestrian, both internal to the use and in the area which will serve the use.  
 
 Response:  Safe traffic movement, both vehicular and pedestrian, are provided for in the 
internal circulation pattern established in the new adjacent parking garage to the church structure, 
with on-site queuing/stacking, and ingress and egress as permitted by the existing traffic pattern in 
the immediate area of the site. 
 
CRITERIA 4: That there are setbacks, buffering, and general amenities in order to control any 
adverse effects of noise, light, dust and other potential nuisances.  
 
 Response: The proposed educational use proposed to be located within an existing church 
building, and accessory parking in a new adjacent parking garage, will observe all required 
setbacks, and will control all potential external effects of noise and light.  No expectation exists of 
dust or other potential external effects. 
 
CRITERIA 5: The proposed use, singularly or in combination with other Special Exceptions, must 
not be detrimental to the health, safety, or appearance of the neighborhood or other adjacent uses 
by reason of any one or more of the following: the number, area, location, height, orientation, 
intensity or relation to the neighborhood or other adjacent uses.  
 
 Response:  The proposed use, enclosed in an existing religious institution, and serviced by 
parking in a new adjacent structure, is not detrimental to the health, safety or appearance of the 
neighborhood or other adjacent uses for any reason.   
 
CRITERIA 6: The subject parcel must be adequate in shape and size to accommodate the proposed 
use.  
 
 Response: The subject site satisfies all zoning criteria, and requirements of shape and size, 
in the applicable Hollywood land development code, or as otherwise established, for the proposed 
use. 
 



CRITERIA 7: The proposed use will be consistent with the definition of a Special Exception and 
will meet the standards and criteria of the zoning classification in which such use is proposed to 
be located, and all other requirements for such particular use set forth elsewhere in the zoning 
code. or otherwise adopted by the City Commission.  
 
 Response:  Education (K-12) is a specifically listed use that may be approved by Special 
Exception in the FH-2 - Federal Highway Medium-High Intensity Mixed-Use District Uses district 
as specified in the City’s Schedule of District, Use and Setback Regulations, Regional Activity 
Center Districts.  The proposed use will satisfy all other applicable standards and criteria imposed 
by the City.

DESIGN REVIEW CRITERIA: 
  
1. Architectural and Design components.  Architecture refers to the architectural elements of exterior building surfaces.  Architectural details 
should be commensurate with building mass.  The use of traditional materials for new architectural details is recommended.  Design of the 
building(s) shall consider aesthetics and functionality, including the relationship of the pedestrian with the built environment. 
 
Response:  The detailing of the parking garage screen provides movement and interest that attempts to reduce the impact of the buildings 
massing.  The garage is proposed to be screened with a series of fabric mesh wrapped panels on a hidden aluminum substructure.  These panels 
are colored in varying shades of green and are set at different depths relative to each other to give the façade depth and articulation.  The garage is 
lined on the ground floor with usable spaces which will have full glass store fronts that provide interest for pedestrians.   
 
2. Compatibility. The relationship between existing architectural styles and proposed construction, including how each building along the street 
relates to the whole and the pattern created with adjacent structures and the surrounding neighborhood.  Buildings should contain architectural 
details that are characteristic of the surrounding neighborhood. 
 
Response:  The project’s contemporary design provides a counter point to the existing historic church building.  The project incorporates elements 
borrowed from the art deco and mid-century modern architecture present in the City of Hollywood such as large eyebrows, use of color and façade 
screening.  
 
3. Scale/Massing. Buildings shall be proportionate in scale, with a height which is consistent with the surrounding structures; or with the 
established and adopted vision for the area.  Building geometries shall reflect a simple composition of basic architectural details in relation to its 
length, width, height lot coverage, and setting of the structure in context with adjacent buildings.  
 
Response:  The scale and massing of the proposed project is consistent with the established vision for the area as set out in the RAC zoning code 
currently in effect. 
  
4. Landscaping. Landscaped areas should contain a variety of native and other compatible plant types and forms, and be carefully integrated with 
existing buildings and paved areas. Existing mature trees and other significant plants on the site should be preserved. 
 
Response:  The landscape design incorporates a majority native plant palette which has been closely coordinated with City staff to integrate with 
the existing infrastructure.
